We have been preaching on the theme of
vision, purpose and how to keep moving in
the same direction towards that vision - step
by step, walk before you run. Vision takes time
to achieve. faith without the action to take
hold of the vision is likened to the scripture
‘faith without works is dead. In other-words
to achieve a vision takes action, movement
and, determination to keep going in the same
direction towards the goal. Hamish quoted
Eugene Peterson recently, He (Eugene) said
something like ... “ faith is a long obedience in
the same direction”

What happens to many of us is that at times the
vision, the dream gets very blurry. If we think
about of vision and liken it to a picture that you
or someone else has painted for you, what can
happen is that . from time- to- time, someone,
something, some circumstance is likely to come
along and distort or defaces your picture. Worse
still, sometimes some destructive thing (name

In fact, this
time, because you have had to go back to what
it was you saw and dreamed of, you are more
likely to highlight things you did not see before.
So, no matter what happens keep the dream
alive. Keep moving towards the dream or vision.
It awaits achievement and fulfilment. It may
take a while. Bit that is what faith is - it is “.a
long obedience in the same direction”. “For we
are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to
do good works, which God prepared in advance
for us to do’ (Ephesians 2:10)
