Hi Church.

I am sure you are aware of the recent debate in
the media around the issue of atheists wanting
to put billboards on buses advertising their point
of view. My immediate response was twofold.
Firstly that the golden rule as espoused by Jesus,
“do unto others as you would have them do
unto you”, would lead us to extend to Atheists
the same rights to express their opinions that we
would expect them to grant to us. If it’s okay for
us to preach our “good news” then it should also
be okay for atheists to preach their version of
“good news”.

This leads me to my second observation.

How tragic that the view of God implied by

the Billboard: that God is a divine spoilsport
essentially out to prevent you enjoying your

life, is so broadly accepted by our community,
Christian and non-Christian, that almost no one
picked up on it.

Take a look at the statement:
“There’s probably no god. Now stop worrying
and enjoy your life”

Arguments against the existence of God are
what they are, I personally don’t find them
challenging in the least. But far more insidious
is the veiled implication that directly impugns
the character of God. That believing in God
will automatically be a cause for great anxiety,
and that somehow God and joy are mutually
exclusive! How sad, how far from the truth. The
best response to this campaign is surely not to
rant and about so-called attacks on Christianity
but simply to make sure that our own lives are
visible advertisements for the truth. The truth
that Jesus came that we might have “life, and
that more abundantly”.
