Hi Church

In Matthew 8: 8:8, the Centurion who 
had astounded Jesus with his faith, 
simply requested of him “Just say the 
word, and my servant will be healed”.
This implies that  healing from 
whatever it is in our lives that needs 
the touch of God, will be carried or 
conveyed by His words to us. As the 
disciples correctly observed, “You have 
the words of eternal life.” Jesus knew 
the power of His word. John 6:6, “The 
words I have spoken to you are spirit, 
and they are life.” His words are more 
than just the intellectual concepts they 
express, they actually carry spiritual 
energy, power and life that will impact 
our world.

In Revelation 12, the entry into the 
world of God’s Kingdom reign, his 
power and salvation, is accomplished 

by God’s people on the basis of two 
things. Firstly; “by the blood of the 
Lamb.” Secondly; “by the word of
their testimony.”

When we testify (speak or tell the 
story) of what the blood of Jesus, (His 
death and resurrection) has achieved 
for us, it brings supernatural power 
and heavenly resources to our lives. It 
is instructive, I think, that in Matthew 
16 Jesus asked his disciples the clear 
question, “Who do you SAY that I am?” 
Not merely, “Who do you THINK 
that I am?” Or even, “Who do you 
BELIEVE that I am?” All this to say, 
what is it in the story of our lives that 
we are telling on a daily basis, that 
reflects these realities?
