Hi Church

In last week’s newsletter I talked
about living “off grid”, independent

of the electrical distribution network,
as a useful metaphor for our reliance
on God. I watch the Documentary
Channel so I'm well aware that
particularly in rural, back-blocks USA,
the motivation for people living oft
grid is often somewhat paranoid and
anti-government and involves guns,
huge pickup trucks and beards like
Barry Innes’s! At first I thought this was
where the metaphor lost its usefulness,
but further reflection caused me to
revise my opinion.

Damn right we should be paranoid!
The Bible insists on a deep mistrust of
everything that arises from humanities
arrogant assertion of its independence
from God. “There is a way that seems
right to a man but at its end are the

ways of death”. The apostle Paul
cautions us to be like him in placing no
confidence in the “flesh” and counting
reputation, achievement and acquisition
based purely on this world’s system of
values as “garbage”. [Philippians 3:4-

8.] However we should always bear

in mind that the point of all this is

not asceticism, living a restricted and
colourless life for its own sake. The
point is that we refuse to be entangled
or preoccupied or distracted or
satisfied with anything less than the full
abundant life that God has promised
us. The motivation for living “oft

grid” is simply “to know this love that
surpasses knowledge-that you may be
filled to the measure of all the fullness
of God”. [Eph 3:19]
